Prerequisites:  
(AT HOME PREREQ) 3.  Prepare a list of your regular home duties or chores (at least five) and do them for 
90 days. Keep a record of how often you do each of them. Discuss with your counselor the effect your 
chores had on your family.  

(AT HOME PREREQ) 4.  With the approval of your parents or guardians and your merit badge counselor, 
decide on and carry out a project that you would do around the home that would benefit your family. 
Submit a report to your merit badge counselor outlining how the project benefited your family.  

(AT HOME PREREQ) 5.  Plan and carry out a project that involves the participation of your family. After 
completing the project, discuss the following with your merit badge counselor.

Prerequisites:  
Make and (1) a  Bring  your Safety note book , with your family : 

2b(b) Review and develop your family's fire prevention plan. Review your family's emergency action plan 
for fire in your home. As you develop these plans with family members, share with them facts about the 
common causes of fire in the home, such as smoking, cooking, electrical appliances, and candles 

2c  paragraph or more, written by you, explaining how a serious fire, accident, crime, or a natural disaster 
could change your family life 

4. Show your family the exits you would use from different public buildings (such as a theater, municipal 
building, library, supermarket, shopping center, or your place of worship) in the event of an emergency. 
Teach your family what to do in the event that they need to take shelter in or evacuate a public place 

6. Plan and complete a safety project approved by your counselor for your home, school, place of 
worship, place of employment, or community. 

 

Graham Whitehouse - Traffic safety, 
Prerequisites: complete requirement #5 in advance, or at least put thought into what their traffic safety 
pledge will be for #5b (requirement #5 is a “do one of the following “ type requirements; Scouts could 
accomplish 5b at the event but alternatively might prefer to do 5a or 5c in advance).  All other badge 
requirements will be easily completed during the two hours.
